The Dental Assisting Certificate 
program prepares students to work 
as chairside assistants under the 
supervision of a dentist. Dental 
assistants prepare impressions and 
restorative materials, expose and 
process intra-oral and panoramic 
dental radiographs, perform lab and 
office management procedures, and 
provide dental health education.

This program is designed to provide 
essential technological and practical 
knowledge required for a dental 
assistant to perform efficiently in a 
dental office. 

Training experiences in nearby dental clinics and 
private dental offices are provided. The Dental 
Assisting program takes new students in the 
spring and fall semesters of each year.
